We have been all over the county giving
presentations on the amendments. We have
spoken before all age groups and the requests are
stil coming in. We began giving presentations in
September, and we are committed to a variety of
differing groups right up to election day. | must
thank Claudia Roth, Maritza Patterson, Betty
Johnson, Gwen Azama -Edwards, Chris Moseley,
Pat Gadbaw, and Nancy Ryan for volunteering and
then being so willing to go and represent the
League. Kudos to Lynn Lempel, too, because she
has been doing a yeoman's job explaining the
amendments to people who call our “mailbox in
the sky”. We are so lucky to have such good
people speaking on behalf of the League.

We have participated in a few Voter Registration
activities at Embry Riddle Aeronautical University
and the Daytona Beach Film Festival, to name two.
We had to decline a few requests because they
were partisan functions. We also moderated a
candidates’ forum at Daytona State College,
presented by the college History Club, which is
sponsored by Lenny Lempel. We dedicated the
forum to Judy Moore, who orga nized this forum in
the past and always encouraged students to
become educated on candidates and issues. Nancy
Ryan and | participated on BIG TALK with Big John,
WELE, explaining the amendments and fielding
calls from the station's listeners.

Daytona Beach City Commission Meeting
of October 15, 2008

The City Commission began with a celebration
of the service of 5 years from City
Commissioner Dwayne Taylor who resigned to
run for the Florida State House of
Representatives,  District 27.

A cake and other refreshments were
provided to visitors prior to and at the start
of the meeting. Under Citizen Comments at
the beginning of the meeting eleven citizens
spoke in favor of the Historic Preservation
Ordinance which was to be voted on for first
reading at the end of the agenda; and prior
to that a citizen in Zone 5 requested that
Commissioner Taylor change his resignation
from office to 3 days earlier than November




4™ so that an election would be required for his
replacement as Zone 5 City Commissioner.
Commissioner Taylor asked that the City Attorn ey
clarify whether, as the citizen had stated she said

along with the Supervisor of Elections, that he could
change the date of his resignation to an earlier one.

As the City Attorney started to respond, Mayor

Glenn Ritchey stated he was tired of hearing about
this and wanted to ask the City Commission to join
him in calling for an election if it is something they

can do legally. The City Attorney said yes they can.

So they scheduled a Special City Commission
meeting for Friday, October 24, to call for a Primary
Election on December 16, 2008, and a General
Election on January 13, 2009. During that meeting
they will also make a decision on the change in the
election schedule considering going to even -
numbered years with the County or staying with
odd -num bered years and lengthening the time
between the Primary and General Elections. They
also approved unanimously, on second reading as
requested by Daytona International Speedway
(DIS), the Major Sports District and Comprehensive
Sign Plan (DIS ) shared a picture of what will be
going on the Dog Track vacated lot). The City
Commission also approved on second reading the
“057 Beach Street -Terra Mark PUD Amendment
(Density Bonus). The City Commission, lead by
Commissioners  Shiver, Gillland, Woods and
Reynolds, removed the option of allowing some of
the Bonus Density funds within a half mile of the
CRA so that a new park could be added in the area
impacted by the PUD. They amended the ordinance
to require that the $396,412.50 provided by the
Developer be paid to the City before the City issues

their permits, and that all funds are spent within the

CRA. The amended ordinance passed unanimously
(though generally if an ordinance is changed
substantially on second reading it goes back to first

reading!). The Histori ¢ Preservation Ordinance was

passed on first reading. Gwen Azama -Edwards

New Smyrna Beach City Commission
The City Commission plans to review and consider,

after public hearings, ordinances reducing the
density and zoning classifications on the beachside.
Planners are recommending changing high density
residential land use to medium density and rezoning
from multi -family to single and two famil y
residential. They've been discussing this as long as
I've observed the commission and probably before.
Some landowners are very opposed to this because

they can't develop their land with large high
rise condos on the properties. People in the
neighborhoo ds are for it and, of course, it's
definitely better for the environment on the
beach. The other thing they've been dealing
with is labor agreements with the firefighters
and public employees. Contracts with both
groups were approved Tuesday evening.

Ponce Inlet  Town Council October 14 and

15, 2008

Daytona Sailin g Charter requested a decrease
in the mandated parking spaces for a boat his
size from 32 to 20. They are putting together
a package which includes a scenic sailboat
ride, a visit to the Science Center, the
Lighthouse and lunch all for $50.00. They will
shuttle all 40 participants from their location
in Daytona Beach, so there will be no need for
parking spaces saving the town additional
traffic and paving. The request was approved
unanimously. Ponce Inlet extended their
moratorium  on new building permits (with
identified exceptions) for another 365 days.
The current moratorium  expired on October
16. Because of a initiated ballot initiative, it
was agreed that they could not vote for the
new comprehensive plan until they

determined the outcome of the petiti on which
might effect some of the issues contained in
the plan. This has been a somewhat
contentious process with some citizens and
some businesses having difficulty reaching
consensus. In addition zoning regulations  will
need to be brought into complianc e with the
revised Comprehensive Plan. Areas of special
concern are dry boat stacks, building size
limits and set backs.

Subject: Water Neutral:  An Innovative Approach to Meeting Florida's
Future Water Supply Needs

The University of Central Florida and the Walter and Betty Boardman
Foundation are sponsoring a workshop this fall on the topic of water neutrality.

Water Neutral: An Innovative Approach to Meeting Florida 's Future Water Supply Needs
Held on Nov.12, 2008 from 1 to 4 PMin Bldg.150 Room 101 at the
Daytona State College campus.

Water neutral is gaining attention worldwide as an effective means of maintaining current water
footprints. To become water neutral a new development must minimize its projected water
footprint and then lower water use in the surrounding area so that when the development becomes
active the water demand for the area does not increase. What becoming water neutral would
involve, how to exercise a water neutral program, and the economic ramifications of such a
program are the subjects of this workshop.

Topics to be covered will include water footprints, water neutrality, water offsetting, and
sustainable development.

The purpose of this workshop is to present a feasible solution to Florida ’'s potable water supply
crisis using a technique that is gaining notoriety in other parts of the country as well as in other
developed nations.

After the presentation of the water neutral concept and related topics a panel of local experts will
be assembled to discuss the concept and how it might apply to Volusia County.
